[bookmark: _GoBack]Project PEER (Postsecondary Education, Employment and Research) is a post secondary transition program for young adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities aged 18-21 who participate in the special education services of two local school districts. The CPD houses the program on the USU Logan campus to facilitate students' participation in social, recreational, and employment opportunities with their age peers. The program emphasizes development of employment, functional, and social skills facilitated by (a) participation with peers in the campus student community, (b) establishment of job samples and job training leading to post school employment, and (c) education based on students' IEPs. The PEER program is funded by the local school districts and receives additional support from faculty and graduate students from the Department of Special Education and Rehabilitation who develop and implement evidenced based supports and programs to enhance the PEER students’ transition outcomes.                                                                                                                         
	Along with opportunities to conduct clinical observations in the PEER classroom and related sites, URLEND trainee involvement in the PEER project would involve the development of research and program enhancement projects to examine a variety  of topics in some, or all of the following areas:
1.	Effects of social-employment skills training on increasing performance on jobs (e.g., following instructions, accepting criticism, announcing need for additional work, hazard recognition and notification of supervisor, etc.).
2.	Effects of task analytic instruction (most-to-least prompts, time delay, video training, etc.) on increasing job performance.
3.	Factors influencing parent views of transition.
4.	Educational coaching for students in post-secondary settings.
5.	Effects of study organizers, daily objectives, and other variables on course performance of individuals with disabilities.
6.	Disability Resource Centers:  needs assessment for students with more significant challenges.
