· Documentation showing enrollment in a graduate program (if applicable).
· A letter stating your reasons for applying and your long-term professional goals.
· Two letters of support from supervisors or colleagues that emphasize your experience and potential leadership abilities in the field. 
*URLEND/AE - In addition, applicants who apply for the URLEND-AE track must include in their personal letter of application a description that details and documents commitment and requisite foundational skills needed to acquire enhanced knowledge and skills in the evaluation, diagnosis rule out, and provision of evidence-based interventions to CY ASD. The two required letters of support from supervisors or colleagues that address the criteria, with an emphasis on both the applicant’s experience and potential leadership abilities in the field of ASD, are also required.
AE only applicants must commit to 150 hours of URLEND/AE activities.  AE only applicants need to have successfully completed URLEND.  No new application is required, but you must include in your personal letter of application a description that details and documents commitment and requisite foundational skills needed to acquire enhanced knowledge and skills in the evaluation, diagnosis rule out, and provision of evidence-based interventions to CY ASD.  Two letters of support are required from supervisors or colleagues that address the criteria, with an emphasis on both the applicant’s experience and potential leadership abilities in the field of ASD, are also required.
